With a focus on the finest sparkling wine producers this year, wines from 310 
Australian sparkling growers were tasted.  
 
Tyson’s Hall of Honour acknowledges only the top 20 per cent from across 
the country, awarding stars to each of the wines from two stars up to seven 
stars. Stelzer emphasizes that even his two star rating is a strong 
endorsement, ahead of 80 per cent of sparkling producers in Australia. 
 
Owner of Swift Sparkling, Edward Swift commented: “We’re thrilled to be 
placed in the Hall of Honour for our Swift Vintage Brut from 2011, especially 
by Tyson who is Australia’s foremost sparkling reviewer. 
 
“We’re confident world-class sparkling can be produced in Orange and are 
passionate about continuing to set a benchmark for both quality and style.” 
 
The Swift Vintage Brut 2011 is also reviewed by Stelzer as one of the best 
sparkling wines of the year, in his over $50 category, hailing it as one of the 
most elegant wines to emerge from the heights of Orange. 
 
And with the quality of Australian sparkling wine significantly increasing, it’s 
now recognised the best sparkling wines come from the country’s coolest 
viticultural areas like the Orange region.
